Recently the NIHA Men’s Na-
tional Team attended the IIHF
Men’s World Inline Hockey
Championships in Inglostadt,
Germany.

The team, led by our very own
Gerry St. Cyr as head coach,
earned their way to this tourna-
ment through strong play and
going undefeated in the Divi-
sion 1 round robin, taking home
Gold. By earning Gold they re-
ceived an automatic promotion
to Top Division in 2009.

For their first game they faced
Sweden, scoring 4 goals. Unfor-
tunately this was not enough to
best the Swedes with 6 goals.
Their next game against the
USA was equally disappointing,
finishing 4-7. However, their
next game versus the Czech
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Republic ended in their favour 4-
3.
